(1) The use of energy and raw materials by the bidder,

offeror, or vendor;

(2) Whether the bidder, offeror, or vendor spends

funds on social welfare or makes charitable donations; and

(3) The environmental policies of the bidder, offeror,

or vendor."; and

Further amend the title and enacting clause accordingly.
